Dalsouple Rubber Flooring Installation Instructions

This Document should be read in conjunction with the Dalsouple UK’s ‘Technical and Services Partners Guide’, Dalsouple Cleaning and Maintenance Programme, and Dalsouple Australasia’s Terms and Conditions.

Read all details below and fax back on 03 9726 8899 before commencement of installation.

Dalsouple Australasia’s adhesive product DalStik must be used for Dalsouple rubber floor coverings.

Storage
A. Check tiles for completeness of order. Check for correct colour and profile. Notify Dalsouple Australasia of any product defect within three days of receipt of the goods. Any aesthetic defect must be evident when viewed from a normal standing position.  Additional flooring materials may have been sent to compensate for some tiles that may contain some small defects.

B. Rubber tiles must be stored on site to acclimatize for 24 to 48 hours prior to commencement of installation in a clean warm, dry, well-ventilated place. All packing must be removed and the tiles need to be located and stacked evenly on a smooth, even surface.

Defer installation until all other work that might cause damage to the flooring is completed and the flooring must be protected after installation.
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Preparation and Condition of the Base

A. Before any adhesive is applied it is necessary that the subfloor or base is structurally sound, smooth, clean, dry, free from dust, grease, oil, paint, polish or any other contaminant, which may affect adhesion. 

B. An effective damp proof membrane must be provided where necessary, in relation to the floor covering used. 

C. Good ventilation needs to be provided to enable adhesives to dry.

D. The adhesives should be kept free of foot traffic until cured. Ensure the back of the floorcovering remains in contact with the adhesive until cured. Sandbagging may be necessary, but always refer to the adhesive manufacturer’s recommendations. 

E. The moisture content of the concrete/sand cement subfloor must not exceed 75% RH as measured by hygrometer before ay adhesive or floor smoothing compound may be applied. 

F. Must comply with OH & S requirements, eg. Wearing of protective gloves, eyewear, mask, correct footwear. 
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Laying Tiles
A. TILES MUST BE LAID BROKEN BONDED IN ALL CASES. Stagger rows so that four corners never meet at one point.  Where “studded” profiles are used, align the profiles and observe pattern continuity for visual appearance. Profiles should not be misaligned. Trimming may be necessary to rectify in some cases.

B. It is advised that plaques (1760 x 680mm tiles) are back-rolled prior to installation particularly in the case of the thicker qualities.

C. Note that the back of the tiles have been ‘keyed’ or sanded in one direction to create a rough surface for the adhesive to bond to. It is advised that the tiles be laid from the pallet in the same direction as they are ‘keyed’ on the back in the same direction. 

D.  Because the tiles have been sanded, the back of the tiles may require a light brushing prior to installation. This will help to ensure that the surface is free from any material that could compromise adhesion.
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Dry Laying

A. Dry laying allows the tiles to relax and also allows observations of colour consistency, imperfections, pattern matching.

B. Dry lay an entire floor by sections, positioning the tiles in a brick bond or ashlar pattern. Make sure each tile is taken off the pallet in the same direction. 

1. Line up the first row of rubber tiles with a chalk line. Lay a second row again offset. Do not pressure-fit the joints in order to prevent peaking of seams. 

2. When the tiles have been dry laid, check the flooring for possible imperfections or defects including trim, thickness or colour. Replace any such tiles prior to adhesion. Any defects in the tiles, including colour variation, registration, squareness etc must be reported before the tiles are adhered or the installer will be liable for replacement labor and material. 
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Adhesive

Read DalStik instructions

It is important to pay specific attention to the adhesive manufacturers recommendations with regard to the requirement of rolling and/or weighting of the floor covering.

DalStik spread rate: 1.2 to 1.3m2 per litre. 

Gunlac trowel, 2.5-3mm. 
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Tiles can be rolled with a roller within 15 minutes after installing. This ensures proper transfer of adhesive to the tile. 

NO pedestrian traffic should be allowed before at least 12 hours after laying for a longer period if the sub-floor temperature is below 24degrees C then a longer period will be needed. 

Scaffolding and wheeled conveyances must not be allowed for at least 4 days. 

Construction foot traffic is possible if 2.5mm plywood is laid over the entire installation after the second rolling and after 8 hours. Traffic directly on the tile weakens or breaks the adhesive bond and will cause tiles to buckle or lift within one year of installation if traffic is allowed too soon.

For the necessary strip, polish and maintenance of Dalsouple rubber flooring we recommend the use of DalCare Kit cleaning products.
